I. Electrical Instructions for the Live 3rd Function Valve Kit

1. If you are using the factory handle proceed directly to section II "Factory Handle Instructions" below.
2. Remove the knob from your joystick and unpack the provided handle from its box.
3. The handle comes pre-assembled with two black cables. One cable is a red wire that will run to your power :

source. The other cable is two control wires that will run to the connection block on the valve. Valve Kit FAQs
4. Back out the set screws and place the W. R. Long handle over the joystick rod. Be sure to leave the button head bolt installed as it is
used to secure the back of the handle and prevent the bottom of the switches from touching the top of the joystick. Adjust the handle
orientation as necessary according to your preference and tighten down the set screws and lock nuts.
5. Run the black cable with the 2 control wires from the W R Long Handle down to the valve. Plug in the connector on the end of the

cable to the mating connector attached to the valve.
6. Connect the red wire from the handle to a hot wire on the tractor using the 10 amp in line fuse provided in the kit.
7. Test the valve by pressing one button at a time. If the attachment opens or closes opposite your preferred button you can switch the

hoses on the back side of the bulkhead bracket.
8. Secure the cable runs to the joystick with a few tie wraps.
